EDE563: Teachers as Leaders - 3 graduate credits
(June 27 – July 1, 2011)
Build leadership through professional development.  This cornerstone course of the 3E curriculum model explores leadership in the context of professional development and provides teachers with additional knowledge and skills to be leaders in their classrooms, schools, and communities.  Participants will create a personal/professional development plan that focuses on effective teaching and learning.  Teachers as Leaders includes an online pre-session and post-session component.

MAT 595:  Quantitative Literacy - 3 graduate credits
(July 11 - July 15, 2011)
Interpreting and using quantitative data in everyday life.  Educators collaborate with others to develop ideas for lesson plans. The course covers integration of quantitative literacy skills into the entire educational curriculum (not just mathematics courses).  Discover a variety of ways to introduce QL in many settings, from Political Science to English, through hands-on activities.  Participants share ideas and receive feedback from experts in business, industry and higher education.

EEE504: 21ST Century Educator Externship - 3 graduate credits
(June 23 - Sept 27, 2011)

Learn what business & industry look for – and how to prepare your students! During the externship educators interview and job shadow members of a business team.  They connect the interviews and work of the company to the classroom.  An orientation and debriefing session are required.
